The Village Hall Committee (VHC) is trying to secure a grant for an additional noticeboard. But this will be a joint venture with the PCC and PC, allowing for cost sharing.

Parish Councillor Ian Jowett reported back to the meeting that he had carried out a half-yearly review of the finances, identifying no issues.

24-25/59 Public Participation Period - Items for Next Agenda

Proposed Free Range Egg Laying Unit at Bracken Lane, Lund.
Grid reference: 498431 448597

The Parish Council are aware of a major pre-application planning enquiry submitted to ERYC planning for a 32000-chicken unit intended for egg production. However, it was felt that until a detailed planning application has been made, the Parish Council do not possess all the facts. There are potentially implications for Lockington if this development were to proceed, so the Parish Council will continue to monitor the situation closely.

There were many aspects to this potential development discussed, but three main concerns were raised;

1. Air pollution (Ammonia/Particulates) – the prevailing wind is towards Lockington and Aike.
2. Water pollution - plant effluent poses a potential risk of contamination to Bryan Mills Beck.
3. Substantial HGV Traffic – very large vehicles on narrow lanes, final route yet to be determined.

55.8 Parish Councillor Resignation

Parish Councillor Jeremy Mason’s resignation - This was discussed in detail, and the reasons for Jeremy's resignation were understood. The PC was very grateful for Jeremy’s work, input, and guidance. Although they were sorry to see him go, they respected his decision to resign from the PC.

The Clerk was asked to liaise with ERYC Democratic Services and carry out the necessary procedures to replace Jeremy – action complete.
